PSSA Guidelines 

Prompted by ongoing developments with AI as applied to photography, there has been renewed emphasis 

from PSSA to ensure that guidelines are adhered to at clubs and salons. 

As announced at the November club night, authors of images in contention for competition and annual 

awards will need to submit the RAW and/or original JPG images on request, with the understanding that 

images that include elements not generated by the author will be disqualified. 

Secondly, the guidelines preclude “similar” images from being entered together in salons or PSSA sponsored 

competitions. These are defined as images taken too close together, or too closely spaced that show 

variations of the same scene. This should be kept in mind when submitting images to PSSA. If in doubt, check 

with other members.
